
PARTICIPATING GROUPSMILITARY CAMPS AND GUARD BODY
The Bastione Garzoni area, near Porta Cividale, will host 500 re-enactors with more 
than 200 tents, troop bivouacs, artillery and the historic inn. With precise 
philological rigour, one of the largest military camps in the history of Napoleonic 
re-enactments in Italy will be set up. A way to learn about the military art of the 
Napoleonic period, including muskets, artillery, white weapons and training.
Following the armies, you will discover the life of officers and troops, admire the 
production of cartridges, the duties of soldiers and the songs of the time. You will 
get to know the life of the camps around the campfires, by candlelight, smoking a 
pipe to the sound of pipes and drums.

PALMA TO ARMS 1809 THE SIEGE
Enter into History of the Fortress

Relive the moments of the Napoleonic Wars. Among the largest European 
fortresses, Palmanova was founded in 1593 by the Venetians for the 
defense of its borders. The Fortress was finally completed with its third 
defensive circle starting from 1806 under the Napoleonic government. In 
1809 Palma was besieged for the first time. "Palma alle Armi 1809 
L'Assedio" relives this episode, when the fortress was blocked by Austrian 
troops following the retreat of the Franco-Italian army towards the 
Tagliamento and the Adige.

For a month, in the spring of that year, Palma was bombarded until its 
liberation; the end of hostilities was signed in October 1809.

Palmanova is part of history and the viewer will be able to relive the life of 
the besieging troops in those feverish days: soldiers, knights, artillerymen 
and civilians. The life of the early 1800s will once again animate the 
streets of Palmanova, between military maneuvers and city patrols. The 
historical re-enactment will host 500 re-enactors from all over Europe. 
From 9 July 2017 Palmanova became part of the UNESCO World Heritage 
Site.
